Working Hunters will be required to jump a course of approximately 8-12 fences, one of which will be a
combination.

Should a competitor qualify more than one horse for the championship, he may nominate another rider, who
must be a paid-up member of SASA, to show the horse in that championship. However, the competitor must do
the individual test required in the Championship.

All classes will be run under SASA Rules Edition 26, effective 1st January 2026
